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In December of 1999, Daren Rickard 
had a sleepless night. During that night,
God revealed to Daren a vision for a
Christian Family Camp—Legacy Lodge. 
In 2007, God spared Daren’s life when 
he fell 20 feet, landing on his head in a
cement window well.  His subsequent
healing and renewed inspiration
catapulted us to pursue God's will for
Legacy Lodge—encouraging and
strengthening families and relationships
through retreats.  We are passionate
about our mission and the Lord’s
confirmations have directed us in each
faith step. Legacy Lodge received acknowledgement 
of its non-profit status on the two-year anniversary of 
Daren’s accident. At present, our mission is to
encourage and strengthen families and
relationships with retreats purposefully
tailored to facilitate a deepening bond with
God and others. Our vision embraces a safe,
inviting environment for families and
individuals—fostering unity and
transformation, empowering people to be
invigorated and renewed in their lives.  

Legacy Lodge’s focus is on marriage renewal;
family discipleship with camping, projects, missions
sustainable farming; and encouraging the parent/child
relationship, while encircling each program with “Little
Legacies” for children. To date, we along with our volunteer
service team have organized a marriage renewal day, biking
retreat and camping weekend.
